Course Description:

The principles of basic web site design will be covered along with basic understanding of graphic design principles.  Students will be able to write web pages using multiple programs including Note Pad, and 1stPage.  They will understand the make-up of web page tags and be able to utilize them in any program that works with HTML tags.  Image manipulation using GIMP will also be part of the course.  A complete web site will be constructed by the end of the course and will be viewable on the web.
 

Prerequisites:

No course prerequisites.

Additional Equipment:

None needed unless the student wishes to take digital photographs for use on their web site.
Back-up / Transport Media:
Students will have available space on a server to save their files but if they want to work on their projects at home they must copy their files to a flash drive.  I would recommend a minimum of a 1 GB flash drive.  Student will also need a blank CD-R disk to have their files copied from the server at the end of the semester.
Class Policy for Assignments: Assignments that are handed in by the end of the period in which they are due are not considered late.  Assignments handed in after the due date period will be considered late and will receive a lower grade, for example: an A project that is late will receive a B; a B project that is late will receive a C and so forth.
